Fall MCUCSA Meeting
Friday, December 1, 2006

Meeting was called to order at 9:30 by President Janet Pribyl.

Introductions:  The 35 members in attendance (at start of meeting) introduced themselves.  Ed passed out a membership roster and asked people to provide updates as necessary.
Approval of past meeting minutes:

2006 summer meeting at Cragun’s Resort, June 8, 2006. 

Pam Weller-Dengel moved approval of the minutes.  Sheila Risacher seconded.  Passed.

Treasurer’s Report:

Ed Stubblefield passed out a detailed report to the membership.

Don Talbert moved approval of the treasurer’s report, Jen Guyer-Wood seconded.  Passed.
Ed reminded the members that if deposits are coming in via EFT (electronic funds transfer), then please help by giving him a heads-up.  This is important because the EFT indicates only “University of Minnesota,” for example, not “Saint Paul Campus Career Center.”
LandIt! Update and Discussion:

April Femrite said that activity seems to pick up daily, even without a full-court marketing effort.
· 191 employers are currently registered

· 179 active jobs; 49 active internships

· 228 jobs & internships = some overlap (therefore math doesn’t add up)

· 548 students are currently registered

On the student site of LandIt!, there is an “events section.”

Pam Weller-Dengel moved to not use the events section on the LandIt! page.  Margie at Bemidji State seconded the motion.  Passed.
3rd party recruiting – they are currently allowed to post as long as they disclose who the employer is.

A “re-list” is NOT counted as a new job posting says April.  Margie G. was having problems getting those re-posts, but Sheila R. said she doesn’t have any issues because she has a “consortium” button.

At the MN-ACE summer meeting, it was noted there were several WI schools as members of this organization.  Mike Hendel had a discussion with Lamont at WISC-Stout.  He is a CSO user.  He wants to be able to download.  But MCUCSA members pay for LandIt!, and Wisconsin schools cannot be members of MCUCSA as the constitution currently stipulates.  Lamont said he would pay…schools that are members of MN-ACE want this to be a seamless system, but there is a difference in membership between the 2 organizations.  
Cynthia Favre moved that we maintain Minnesota-only access on LandIt! until summer 2007.  We could re-visit the issue in June at the summer meeting.  Pam seconded the motion.  Discussion:  Pam said is it necessary to add a friendly amendment.  Pam altered the motion to say MCUCSA members only (not Minnesota-only).  The motion passed.
Committee Reports:

PR/Marketing:  Margie Giauque from Bemidji State University reported…

Margie stated she will work with LuAnn Rice from the Odyssey Group to keep employer lists “sacred.”  April circulated a draft of a publicity postcard for LandIt.  Margie suggested two different postcards be produced. . .one for education and another for business-related.  April hopes to get this sent out by early 2007.  Marketing materials also should be circulated at NACE.  Mark Sorensen-Wagner and Pam Weller-Dengel will be attending NACE.  When MCUCSA members go to job fairs, we should try to get our marketing materials in the hospitality rooms.  To market effectively, we need to make multiple contacts in the next 3-5 years.  Please continue to promote LandIt! whenever and wherever possible.  Sheila Risacher created “business cards,” and she will share that with Gary Donavan of the committee.
Bench-marking and Research:  Heidi Harlander from St. Johns reported…she talked about the good work done by the entire committee.  They met a couple weeks ago.  On Monday, an email will be coming to each of you – what are the “hot button” questions you have received from your administration or other constituencies?

A bench-marking survey will be coming out after the first of the year (the previously-used survey is currently being revamped).  What would be most useful to find out?  What are some of the “value added” things being offered by various Career Services offices?
Technology Committee

They’ve been working on a written, formal policy for LandIt.  Next project:  look at the MCUCSA list-serv.  How can we use it better?  How can it function better?  Cynthia Favre mentioned that we need to consistently update the website.  There is not a formal process, Pam W-D says, for regular update/revision.

Other committees:  Janet called attention to the pink sheet, and told members to be aware of opportunities to get more involved.

Programming:
Michelle Schmitz is Programming Chair – her committee will be meeting after this December 1 meeting.  They need ideas for future programming…

Pam W-D has some concerns about combining with MN-ACE in Spring 2007.  She feels we need an entire day to ourselves in the spring…especially since we have the programming committee coming together immediately after this meeting.
Motion:  Pam moved that for Spring 2007, we have our own full-day meeting; but coordinated meetings shouldn’t be ruled out for future years.   

Margie G. seconded the motion.  Passed.

Summer 2007 Meeting and Conference – June 13-15 @ Arrowwood Resort near Alexandria.

Summer 2008 – the membership asked that Julie & Janet continue to look at Duluth.

Announcements:  Pam Weller-Dengel said that in her position as past-President, she’s looking at ways to support a number of new members.  She circulated some envelopes looking for experienced mentors for these new MCUCSA members.

Jen Guyer-Wood announced that MCPA will be having their conference on Friday, February 16th.  An email was sent through the list-serv. 

Janet asked if there was a motion to adjourn.  Jen Guyer-Wood so moved.  Margie Giauque seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Meeting concluded at 10:45.
