Secretary’s Report

Vicki Decker moved and Mary Kay Kernon seconded a motion to approve the minutes. The motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Ed Stubblefield reviewed the income and expenses of the organization. Margie Giaugue moved approval of the treasurer’s report. Pam Matti seconded the motion and the motion carried.

Old Business

Long Range Plan

There is still a need for people to help assess the use of the MCUCSA listserv and to work on a committee to review benchmarking studies. Please let Pam Weller-Dengel know if you are interested in helping.

Leadership Roster

Pam provided a leadership roster to help members understand the structure and leadership of the organization.

Graduate and Professional School Day

Special thanks to Lisa Murphy from U of M – CLA who coordinated the event and ensured MCUCSA schools had information about the event for their students. There were 105 exhibitors in attendance.

Spring 2006 meeting

We will hold our spring meeting in cooperation with MnACE. April 6 or 7 are dates under consideration. Deenna Latus-Jacobsen will check to see which date works best for MnACE and the hotel.

Summer 2006 Meeting

Handouts were provided that outlined information about the summer meeting, which is scheduled for June 7-9 at Craguns. Reservations are due on April 24th. A commuter fee of $16 will be charged to those not staying at Craguns.

Committee Reports

Government Job and Internship Fair

Thank you to Joyce Halverson and Maggie Kubak for all their hard work on this event. 57 employers and 677 students attended (an increase of 270 students over last year). Preliminary feedback from both students and employers has been very positive. 

Funding of the 2006 Fair:

The committee recommended that employers be charged $75 to attend the fair and that each billable unit within MCUCSA pay $100 in support of the 2006 fair. Cynthia Favre moved approval of this recommendation and Carol Tremaine seconded the motion. The motion carried with 20 institutional votes in favor, no votes in opposition and one abstention.

LuAnn Rice will draft a letter to participating agencies with statistics from this fair and informing them of the cost of next year’s fair. The option of funding from MCUCSA or student participants was considered by the committee and rejected. Independent campuses may charge their own students to attend if they wish.

Technology Task Force

The Education Job Fair Committee approved up to $20,000 to fund a position to administer a MCUCSA-sponsored state-wide job and internship posting system. 

We have contracted with CSO, Inc tol develop the system. The position will be paid $10-20/hour for 20 hours/week for the first 1-3 months and 10 hours/week thereafter. The executive board will make the hiring decision for this position.

The task force recommended that the task force be converted to a standing MCUCSA committee comprised of one regular executive board member (i.e. not a new position on the board) and three members (one from each institutional type). Deenna Latus-Jacobson moved to accept this recommendation and Carol Tremaine seconded the motion. The motion carried by an unanimous voice vote.

UMD staff composed a list of all majors a couple years ago for an on-line job fair that could be used as the basis for categorizing job postings. Members will be asked to update this list for use in the new system. Name prospects for the system include “Hire Source” or “Hire MN Grads”. CSO has developed marketing materials for the Wisconsin consortium, which developed a similar system and will adapt them for our purposes. The target for roll-out is February 2006.

Members pointed out that the brochure is out of date. The committee will review the issue and determine whether the brochure can be easily updated and to consider distribution methods.
