Call to Order, Welcome and Introductions:
President Jay Thoreson called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.  Jay had members of the Executive Board introduce themselves first…then all those present introduced themselves.  Addie Turkowski, Director of Career Services at SCSU, announced that their office has moved into a new location on campus.  They will be filling the 2 interim professional positions this spring, and offered to give tours of their new offices at noon and at 2:00.
Approval of Summer Business Meeting Minutes:
Meeting minutes from this summer’s business meeting at Arrowood Resort & Conference Center in Alexandria were distributed to the membership.  It was moved by Don Talbert that the minutes be approved.  The motion was seconded by Janet Pribyl.  The motion was approved.
Treasurer’s Report:
Ed Stubblefield reported.  Our balance as of October 31, 2007 is $9,101.75.   Ed took this time to also speak about his role (and Margie’s) on the Awards Committee.  Joyce Halverson got recognized for going “beyond the call of duty” at the recent Government Job & Internship Fair, and was presented a gift card for Muffuletta (restaurant) in St. Paul.
Committee Reports

Programming Committee - Sheila Risacher reported.  She spoke about a proposed joint meeting with MN-ACE, but doing so would require a 2-day meeting.  Proposed dates are April 3 and 4 OR May 3 and 4.  Janet Pribyl said the spring meeting is usually scheduled knowing that some Ed Fair planning needs to be finalized.  The proposed dates do not allow for this.  Sheila said March is not an option.  Deenna Latus spoke up (since she’s also a member of MN-ACE).  There are 120 employer organizations in MN-ACE; but only 40 educational institutions (statistics from Andy Ditlevson).  It is important the colleges participate in MN-ACE!   Linda Ashworth from Northwestern College spoke up, and had an obvious preference for the April dates.  Jay took a “straw vote” and April won.
Benchmarking and Research – Heidi S. Harlander reported.    This year the group has decided to take on student learning outcomes.  What expertise do we already have within the group?  What are institutions already doing?  Several members have already responded to an e-mail she sent our prior to the meeting, so she has some items/information already.
Heidi also had a short questionnaire, and asked that one person from each school present fill this out and return it to her. 
Also worth noting…Mark Sorenson-Wagner sent out the data set if you participated in the online (Monkey) survey.
LandIt! Marketing Committee – Gary Donovan reported.  This last year MCUCSA started a marketing campaign (see minutes from Summer 2007 business meeting).  This effort was followed up with another mailing in August 2007.  5970 mailings were sent...mostly regionally.  Another mailing is scheduled for January/February to precede the Education Job Fair.  There ARE postcards left over, so contact Lu Ann Rice if you need some.  Non-education postcards are available as well.  A mailing will be sent (from the NACE list and from the Harris Information Source listing) in January 2008.  LandIt! Statistics:  we currently have 12,079 employers registered (up 326 from Sept. 1), and 3852 students registered (up 1700 since Sept 1).  There are 576 jobs listed currently.  Members asked for a break-down (full-time, part-time, internships) but Gary didn’t have that information.  Margie will be leaving for the AAEE conference on November 10, and will be taking information along with her.  Gary also reported that a question was asked of employers “How are you finding out about LandIt!?”  The postcard was mentioned most often and a referral to the website from Career Service staff members was the second most-cited response.  
Public Relations/Marketing – Deenna Latus reported.  Member response to the question “Who should we be getting the word out to?”  generated “the media” as the number 1 answer.  Deenna will be sending out a follow-up email to the membership.
Technology Committee – Janet Pribyl reported.  The committee has not met, but are developing some written guidelines for April concerning position postings to LandIt!.  Because of an incident this fall, we already have (in writing) that positions requiring an initial investment from candidates to secure a job will not be posted.  It was also reported that UMD will be the new site for the MCUCSA listserv (to replace SCSU).
Multi-cultural Outreach/Diversity Committee – Sarah Nagel Newberg reported.  They are developing a brochure.  Chris Buckley is helping with this project.  The purpose of the brochure is to encourage minorities to consider the field of career counseling.  They need pictures/photographs for the brochure!  Please send any you have to Sarah.
Long Range Planning Committee – Mark Sorenson-Wagner reported.  He said the committee is outlining MCUCSA’s objectives and goals, and they will be reporting at the summer 2008 meeting.  This committee needs more members!!!  See Mark if you are interested.
Events
Government Job and Internship Fair Report – Julie Westlund gave a preliminary report.  Numbers are up slightly (see distributed detail sheet.)  An informal survey was conducted (among MCUCSA members present the day of the event) about opening up the Government Job & Internship Fair to make it a “regional event.”  In this way we can further expand attendance.  Schools (rather than individual students) would be charged for the ability to “advertise” this event at their institution.  (Example would be WISC – Thief River Falls)  Janet Pribyl made a motion that the Government Job Fair Committee look into and research opening up the event to surrounding states (their institutions and students) for an additional fee.  Don Talbert seconded the motion.  Discussion followed.  Mike Hendel said the committee should be empowered to make a final decision (including fees to be levied). Heidi Harlander offered a friendly amendment. Margie Giauque seconded.  Jay brought the vote.  Approved!

Graduate & Professional School Day Report – no report.

New Business
Mike Hendel reported that Cynthia Favre (Gustavus Adolphus) was recognized by her institution for exceptional service.
Jay Thoreson brought up an item about the “Life After College” books.  MCUCSA can make ONE big order, with each individual campus “customizing the cover” for their specific institution.  An e-mail will be coming out to you to see who is interested!
