2. 2007 Education Job Fair Committee Reports

a. Registrar’s Report  Current registration stands at 183 districts  using 198 booths, 106 interview spaces, 18 presentation hours, 22 states, 50 from MN, 7 countries

Exhibitors Evaluation-not available today.

b. Facilities/Marketing-floor plan was sent to members earlier.
Marketing-some members said the quality of the brochure was questionable.   Otherwise marketing going well.  Concern was expressed that small school members were not covering costs of publicity.  Discussion ensued.  It was stated that the new strategy was not intended to cover all costs.  Suggestions included:  having Education Departments underwrite costs, and suggesting small schools go together to share printing costs.  Other schools charge higher fee to students.

c. Hospitality  LuAnn is handling.

d. Volunteers (Courtesy Workers)-Julie W. reported that she is developing a handout with instructions for volunteers.  The sign-up list will have several changes for this year.  Julie will be forwarding to members shortly.  She asked that members contact UMD to sign-up for times.  There was discussion about whether or not student workers were needed to assist employers.  Consensus was that they were not needed, that school districts did not have big displays that required assistance for moving.

3. Emergency Policy-was presented for approval.

4. Student Marketing

a. Question was asked about how to reach alumni.

b. Diann S. said she created a MySpace account, other suggestions included posting information in alumni newsletter and web sites.

c. Vicki D. requested that everyone send their student numbers to her one week before the fair, and two days before the fair.

5. Interview Passes-LuAnn suggested that we dispense with interview passes.  Executive Committee agreed to try for this year.

6. Student Evaluation-Each school is encouraged to do their own and share important findings with the group.

7. Treasurer’s Report- 

a. 2006-expect no more costs.

b. Expenses included $20,000 to LandIt! and $6260.98 to member volunteers at AAEE Conference

c. Finance Committee has not decided how much carryforward is needed.

Gary D. provided some history-Discussion has occurred before.  It is important to have enough money to float the fair for one year in case there is some problem such that the fair is not held.  Suggested that the Exec Committee determine what amount is needed.  It used to be that tax regulations stated that a non-profit organization could not have more than X.  Addie T. recommended including $3/per candidate as a marketing cost when calculating the amount.

d. Request:  on budget report-change CSO to MCUCSA LandIt!

e. Suggestions to help with increasing catering costs- provide water bottles which could be refilled from large containers.  Addie will research cost of bottles with imprint of 2008 fair info.

f. Sheila R. motioned to approve Treasurer’s Report, Janet P. seconded passed
8. Old Business

a. Finance Committee- (Janet P, Ann N, Vicki D. and Lynda B.) will consider amount of money needed for reserve

b. Clarified amount for LandIt! marketing. Discussed request from LandIt! Marketing Committee (Gary D. Margie G.)  Committee decided not to request additional funding for marketing at this time.  With current funds will send postcard to all school district in a five state area.  Diann LD suggested marketing strategies also include system for evaluating results.

b. “Working for Change” conference requested $1000 in funding.  Fair Executive Committee agreed to fund for $500.

c. Summer reimbursement – in 2006 was $350.  Ed S. motioned that for 2007 the amount be $400 for each campus unit and person must attend to receive.  Jen GW seconded.  Motion passed.
